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correction facility. It began on January 1, 2006, and is scheduled to end on April 1, 2008. The 
evaluators examined whether the project was in compliance with the legislative resolve and 
surveyed key individuals involved in the project, such as MDOC staff, juvenile participants, 
sentencing judges, parents/guardians, etc. The evaluators also examined indicators of the 
perception of service quality as compared to similar groups within the facilities. This report 
presents a description of the project and an evaluation of the methodology, along with the 
evaluators’ findings and recommendations. Despite the limitations in the data, the evaluators 
were able to draw some conclusions and found the overall perception of the project to be very 
positive.

The Post Traumatic Stress Disorder (PTSD) Project began in 1999 when the Pennsylvania 
Commission on Crime and Delinquency (PCCD) awarded Alternative Rehabilitation 
Communities, Inc. a grant to develop and implement a curriculum (hereafter referred to as the 
PTSD Residential Treatment Curriculum [PTSD RTC]) to treat PTSD in female juvenile 
offenders. According to the curriculum, the PTSD RTC is based on the theory that PTSD and its 
related symptoms contribute to delinquent/criminal choices made by female juvenile offenders. 
The authors of the PTSD RTC theorize that addressing PTSD in female juvenile offenders will 
help decrease the likelihood that they will engage in future delinquent behaviors. The 
evaluation of the PTSD Project, presented in this report, examined the treatment curriculum, the 
treatment groups, and the response of delinquent female PTSD victims to service delivery.

The effort included analysis of key elements, including traffic volume patterns, crash 
patterns, law enforcement staffing levels, and response times to calls for service. Other factors 
taken into consideration include road miles, population, and vehicles inspected within counties. 
As a result of this study, the Idaho state police developed a tiered patrol strategy for six regions 
comprising the entire state.

Surveys of county coroners and internet research identified 19 deaths in 
custody, and the report provides (for 16 cases) basic information on the deceased as well as 
description of events leading up to the death in custody. Press accounts of many of the events 
follow the report.

2007 SHERIFF MANAGEMENT STUDY 
Brenda Manning, Stacy Huss, Jim Vlahakis, and Bryan Gortmaker 
Office of Attorney General, Criminal Statistical Analysis Center

This study reports on the twelfth statewide survey of South Dakota sheriff offices, the purpose 
of which is to provide sheriffs with a valid means of comparing expenditures and resources 
throughout the state. Fifty-six of 66 (85%) sheriff offices throughout the state completed 
surveys. Topics of the study include administrative items such as operating costs, personnel 
costs, fringe benefits offered, equipment, and tactics/activities. There is also a brief examination 
of major attributes of personnel (e.g., demographic information and educational attainment). 
These properties were examined for both law enforcement resources and jail resources. The 
report also provides separate analyses for counties broken out by categories of population 
served.

RECIDIVISM IN ALASKA’S FELONY THERAPEUTIC COURTS 
Alaska Judicial Council 
February 2007, 24 pp. 
The Alaska Judicial Council found that graduates of the Anchorage Felony Driving Under the 
Influence, Anchorage Felony Drug, and Bethel Therapeutic Courts were rearrested and 
reconvicted far less frequently than comparison offenders. The Council followed graduates for 
one year after they completed their program and tracked comparison offenders for one year 
after they were released from serving their sentence. Therapeutic court graduates were also 
rearrested far less frequently than a baseline sample of Alaskan offenders charged with felonies 
in 1999, as discussed in the Council’s January 2007 report, Criminal Recidivism in Alaska. 
Findings included: 
 
• The longer the participants stayed in the program, the less likely they were to   
    recidivate even if they did not graduate. 
• 54% of the participants in these projects graduated. 
• 13% of graduates were rearrested within one year after completing a therapeutic     
    court program compared to a 32% rearrest rate for comparison offenders and a 38%    
    rearrest rate for offenders charged with felonies in 1999. 
 
 
ARIZONA 
 
2006 GANGS IN ARIZONA 
Arizona Criminal Justice Commission 
September 2007, 27 pp. 
This legislatively mandated report details the findings of the latest edition of the Arizona 
Criminal Justice Commission’s (ACJC) survey of gang activity in Arizona. This survey of law 
enforcement and prosecutor representatives has been conducted periodically since 1990. It was 
distributed to 128 criminal justice agencies, including 15 county sheriffs, 80 municipal law 
enforcement agencies, 15 county prosecutors, and 18 tribal police agencies. A total of 97 (75.8%) 
of the surveys were returned. This report also includes relevant data from a school-based 
survey of more than 60,000 eighth-, tenth-, and twelfth-grade students from 362 schools. Of the 
law enforcement agencies surveyed, 42.7% reported that gangs were active in their jurisdiction. 
Of these, 70% reported the gang problem was serious, and 43% reported the problem had 
worsened between 2004 and 2005. The youth survey found that self-reported gang membership 
had increased from 3% in 2004 to 3.6% in 2006. Students reporting gang involvement also 
reported higher levels of drug use and violence.

Researchers developed a comprehensive questionnaire that was administered by mail as well as 
face-to-face, including questions on demographic and financial information, family 
relationships, child’s interaction with the incarcerated parent, mobility, school, and other 
related information. For children under the age of 12, the questionnaire was completed by the 
child’s caregiver. For children 12 to 17 years old, the questionnaire was administered in face-to-
face interviews. A total of 53 questionnaires were completed by the caregivers on behalf of the 
children under the age of 12, and 13 questionnaires were completed by children 12 to 17 years 
old, for a total of 66 completed questionnaires out of an estimated 1,669 Wyoming children with 
incarcerated parents. The majority were white and about half had lived with the incarcerated 
parent prior to arrest. Most caretakers were female and directly related to the child. The study 
also included a comprehensive literature review and two focus groups (containing a total of 7 
individuals) of caregivers. Recommendations are given for needed services and limitations of 
the study are discussed.

The 
ORTS program is administered by DCJS and is designed to support services that increase the 
successful reentry and reintegration of offenders back into the community. During mid-2007, 
DCJS conducted site visits and surveys, and made other contacts with the nine ORTS programs 
to determine their “readiness for evaluation,” i.e., whether the sites have data to address basic 
questions about program implementation and operations. The review found that most of the 
ORTS programs were somewhat prepared for a process evaluation and that most had made 
progress in conducting their own process evaluations.
